Add provisions to prohibit delegations related to election issues, election campaigning,
or matters that are contrary to City policy or legislative requirement.

Add a provision to authorize Council to reduce the time limit for delegations from five (5)
minutes to three (3) minutes when there are multiple speakers on the same topic.
